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LOCATION 
 
The beautiful city of POMBAL in the middle of Portugal, 150 km to the north of Lisbon. Maps of 
transfer and leaving  from Lisboa Airport to Oriente Railway Station and to the north, of the region of 
Pombal and exit from the A1 High way , and from the central part of Pombal will be included in this  
Bulletin. 
  
 
SITE 
 
The site is composed by a track with asphaltic runway with 1000 X 17 meters with 25  meters all 
around  defence space, grass field, 5 km distant from the centre of the town. 
This track will have in both ends two paved pilot/caller areas, paved judge areas with protection, 
flight line central marquee, transmitter pounds, competitors marquee, processing areas, spectator 
areas, car parking areas, bars, wc´s, and other services.  
 
 
PRACTICE SITES 
 
Training may be done in eleven alternative tracks nearby:  Leiria  ( one track, 30 km  South of 
Pombal ),  Tomar ,  ( 50 km  South East ), Giesteira- Fátima  (52 km South ), Coimbra  ( one track 
40km  to the north ), Aeródromo de Coja  (112 km North East ) and Mira ( 56 km to the North West), 
Tancos A  and Tancos B  ( 92 Km SouthEast) and Santa Margarida  ( 107 Km South East).  It is 
possible to use the main track of Casalinho  - Pombal, in both sides, from 10th to 19th August. 
Unofficial practice is not allowed from 20th to 29th August in the flight site.  However we are indicating 
other places that can offer easy training to all participants.  In the WC official Web site you will find all 
indications and other new places to practice. 
 
 
ACCESSES 
 
Accesses to the town of Pombal are described below and acess from the city to the WC flight site 
will be  easy and well signed, in all directions. 
BY Plane  – you may access the Portuguese territory by air, directly to the International Airports 
of Lisbon or Porto, both about 150 Km distant from Pombal.   
By train – You have frequent  trains connecting  Lisboa or Porto to Pombal, that you can take 
near both airports. The Oriente Station is 2 km distant from Lisboa Airport and the Pombal 
station is in the centre of Pombal.  
By Car  – Highway A1 gives you direct access to Pombal from Porto ( north )  and  from Lisboa ( 
south ). From  Spain you can take highways A25,  A23, A24 and A6 depending on where you 
are coming from.   
Please refer to the Web site of the WC. 
 
 
LOCAL TRANSPORTATION     
 
The organisers will provide daily transportation service between town and the flying site, for jury and 
judges. Other transportation services will be announced at arrival. There will be a shuttle service 
between the tracks and middle of the Town, every  thirty minutes. 
Competitors can bring their cars to the flying site and park in a reserved area. All the accesses to the 
flying site are well and clearly signed.  
 
 
PASSPORTS AND VISAS  
 
To enter in Portugal / Europe ( Schengen Space )  you need a current and valid passport and you 
may need an entry visa. 
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Please check with the Portuguese embassies or consulate delegations, (in 
www.embassiesabroad.com/embassies-of/Portugal ) or with the migratory authorities of your 
country, the necessity to have an entry visa to visit the Portuguese territory.  
 
 
OFFICIAL LANGUAGES  
 
The official languages of this championships are English and Portuguese. 
 
 
REGISTRATION  -  OFFICIAL  CHECK IN  
 
Official check in will be done at Secretariat on MCPO club headquarters at the flying site, from 19th to 
21st August,  from 10,00 to 13,00  and from 15,00 to 20,00. 
Only the TM – Team Manager  may check in for the team.  You will receive there all the souvenirs, 
all the tickets for meals or for banquet for the team and all the relevant information you may need. 
All the changes and additions and corrections to pay should be made here, at this time.  Any 
financial deficits must be paid at this time, without exceptions. 
The TM must bring to the check in the following : 

- FAI Sporting Licences of all pilots and TM 
- National Anthem in CD format 
- National flag about 150 x 100 cm 

 
RULES 
 
According to the 2009 FAI Sporting Code, Section 4 (last edition), as well as all applicable 
amendments for class F3A. 
 
 
PROTESTS 
 
All protests must be presented in writing mode to the Contest Director during the competition and 
must be accompanied by a fee of 35 Euros. This fee is returned only if the protest is upheld. 
 
 
SPORTING LICENCES 
 
Every competitor and team manager must have a valid FAI Sporting Licence signed (by the holder).  
 
 
FREQUENCIES 
 
The allowed frequencies for radio control model aircraft in Portugal run from 35,010 MHz to 35,200 
MHz and. During the World Championship and ten days before the beginning of the event, from 12th 
to 21st August, 2,4 GHz with 100mW  will also be allowed. Other frequencies may be used at each 
competitor’s own risk.   
 
 
INSURANCE 
 
The organisers provide a third part insurance cover for all pilots, valid on the contest and training 
sites from 10th 

 

to 29th 
 

August, model accidents involving injury to others and damage to property. 
The organisers are not responsible for any other injury, loss, theft or damage to persons or property. 
Personal and travel insurance purchased before arrival in Portugal is recommended.. 
For EU citizens health care is covered under Social Health Care Card or on presentation of an EU 
111 form available in your country of residence. For non EU citizens or anyone seeking private 
health care, insurance is recommended.  
During the competition there will be a first aid emergency service and an ambulance, at the 
event site. 
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FAI SPECIFICATION CERTIFICATES  
 
To be qualified as a competitor, each pilot will have to present a certificate according to the FAI rules 
for each model aircraft that is participating in the competition. This certificate must be signed and 
stamped by the National Air Sport Control organization from the country the pilot represents. Model  
aircrafts presented for processing which are not properly processed and with FAI certificates and 
stickers, shall be processed by the organisers at a cost of 8 € ( eight euros ) each. 
You may not forget the FAI  sticker  in each model. 
 
 
ELECTRIC POWERED MODEL AIRCRAFT  
 
The power source shall consist of any kind of rechargeable batteries.  Before the starting of each 
flight the voltage is supposed to be 42 volts and must not exceed 43 volts.

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FUEL 
 
Fuel shall be available for the competitors  that have fill in the fuel order. Morgan Fuels Enterprise, 
from Alabama, USA, distributed in Europe by BigBoysToys from Germany will offer to each 
competitor four gallons of fuel. 
If a competitor have requested more then 4 gallons of fuel, the Morgan Enterprise will provide it 
under payment. 
Competitors that  have requested the Fuel should  contact the Secretariat at arrival,  to pick up it. 
 
 
NATIONAL FLAGS AND NATIONAL ANTHEM  
 
All national teams must present one national flag and the national anthem of their countries.  All 
flags and national anthems must be given to the Organisers of the competition at registration.and 
they will be  returned to the Team Manager on departure, after the Closing Ceremony and before the 
banquet, at our Secretariat. 
National  flags must be of about  150 x 100 cm.   National anthem  must be in a CD format. 
 
 
OPENING CEREMONY 
 
The Opening Ceremony will take place at the track, in front of the MCPO club headquarters at the 
flying site. After the ceremony the Mayor of Pombal will offer a reception in the Town Hall. 
At arrival you will receive instructions at arrival, for both the Openning Ceremony and for the  
Reception  in the Town Hall. 
 
 
CLOSING CEREMONY AND BANQUET  
 
The Closing Ceremony will take place at the track, in front of the MCPO club headquarters at the 
flying site.  The Banquet will take place at Pombal, at the Sporting Complex in the centre of Pombal, 
on the last day of the competition.  The price of the banquet is 60 €. You can  buy tickets at any time  
in the Secretariat till 27th August.  
 
 
AWARDS 
 
Trophies for the top 3 classifications ( both  individual and team  classifications).  
Gold, silver and bronze medals will be given to all competitors classified on the first, second and 
third places ( both individual and team classifications ). 
Souvenirs for all competitors, helpers and supporters, and a diploma of participation for each 
competitor and team manager. 
The World Champs Medal will be given to all participants in the banquet. 
 
 
CATERING 
 
As announced, the organization will provide catering services during the competition. 
The organisation will serve lunches in the flying site and dinners in the Sporting Complex, in the 
centre of Pombal, to the teams who requested them in the Final Entry Forms.   The price of each 
meal at the track or at Sporting Complex , sold in the Secretariat, is 12 €.   
There will be three bars opened to the public during all the competition (paid service) on the flight site.  . 
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TOUR 
 
In the reserve day a touring trip will be organized to visit the town, the mountains and the beaches at 
Atlantic seaside. Inscription may be done at  Secretariat till  the end of 24th August.
