YOUR STAY IN PORTUGAL

The Portuguese Aeromodelling Federation and the Organizing Committee wish all participants in
this competition a pleasant stay in Portugal, hoping you can enjoy all the things that make life
beautiful: the food, the wine, the climate, the sun, the light and colours, the river and the sea, the
golden beaches but above all the event that brought you here, which we hope will be filled with fair
play and success.

LOCATION and ACESSES

As you well know by now, the competition takes place in Pombal — a beautiful town located 150 km
north of the capital city.

On the surroundings you have so much to see! Take some time reading and seeing the booklets
we offer you at arrival in your souvenirs bag.

If you are travelling by plane to either Oporto or Lisbon Airport, or by car through Vilar Formoso
border in the North East side or by Elvas — Caia border in the East side, you will find highways
leading to Pombal.

Arriving to Pombal you will have signs indicating the way to the track closer to competition days,
but you can follow “Casalinho” village directions as well.

COMPETITION AND PRACTICE SITES

The site is composed by a track with asphalted runway with 870 X 18 meters and 15 meters of
shoulder space on each side, grass field and 5 km distant from the centre of the town.

This track will have in both ends two paved pilot/caller areas ( side A to the South - Line 1 by
morning and Line 2 by afternoon, and side B to the North — Line 3 by morning and Line 4 by
afternoon ), paved judge areas with protection, flight line central marquee, transmitter pounds,
competitors marquee, processing areas, spectator areas, car parking areas, bars, toilets, and other
services.

Training can be done in eleven alternative tracks nearby (see map in annex). It is possible to use
the main track of Casalinho - Pombal, in both sides, from 12" to 19" August. Unofficial practice
is not allowed from 20 ™ to 29" August in the flight site.

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OFFICIAL LANGUAGES

The official languages of this championship are English and Portuguese.
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OFFICIAL TIME

You will have the official time on the Secretariat clock and on two others: one in the sides A and
other in the site B of the track.

RULES

According to the 2009 FAIl Sporting Code, Section 4 (last edition), as well as all applicable
amendments for class F3A.

PROTESTS

All protests must be presented in writing to the Contest Director during the competition and must
be accompanied by a fee of 35 Euros. This fee is returned only if the protest is upheld.

SPORTING LICENCES

Every competitor and team manager must have a valid FAI Sporting Licence signed by the holder.
FAl licences of all participants must be delivered in the Secretariat at registration.

FREQUENCIES

The allowed frequencies for radio control model aircraft in Portugal run from 35,010 MHz to 35,200
MHz and. During the World Championship and ten days before the beginning of the event, from
12" to 21%* August, 2,4 GHz with 100mW will also be allowed. Other frequencies may be used at
each competitor’'s own risk. The transmitters with 2,4 GHz system will not be impounded during
the event. All the other transmitters must be impounded in the competition days at 08,30 am

NATIONAL FLAGS AND NATIONAL ANTHEM

All teams must present one national flag and the national anthem of their countries. They should
both be given to the Organisers of the competition at registration and they will be returned to the
Team Manager on departure, after the Closing Ceremony and before the banquet, at our
Secretariat. The flags must measure around 150 x100 cm and the anthem must be in a CD format.

ELECTRIC POWERED MODEL AIRCRAFT

The power source shall consist of any kind of rechargeable batteries. Before the starting of each
flight the voltage is supposed to be maximum 42,56 volts.

REGISTRATION - OFFICIAL CHECK-IN

Official check in will be done at the World Championship Secretariat on MCPO Club headquarters
at the “Casalinho” flying site, from 19" to 21° August, from 10,00 to 13,00 and from 15,00 to
19,00.

Only the Team Manager (TM) may check in for the team and all the issues pending must be solved
at this time, without exceptions.

The TM must bring to the registration the following:
- FAI Sporting Licences of all pilots and TM
- National Anthem in CD format
- National flag about 150 x 100 cm
- FAl Certificates of Processing of all models
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The TM will receive:
- ldentification for all team members
- ldentifications for cars (please provide car plate number, colour and model of car)
- Souvenir bags
- Meal and banquet tickets, if the case

FAI SPECIFICATION CERTIFICATES

To be qualified as a competitor, each pilot has to present a certificate according to the FAI rules for
each model aircraft that is participating in the competition. This certificate must be signed and
stamped by the National Air Sport Control organization from the country the pilot represents. Model
aircrafts presented for processing which are not properly processed and with FAI certificates and
stickers, shall be processed by the organisers at a cost of 8 € ( eight euros ) each.

You may not forget the FAI sticker in each model.

For EU citizens, health care is covered under Social Health Care Card or on presentation of an EU
111 form available in your country of residence. For non EU citizens or anyone seeking private
health care, insurance is recommended.

During the competition days first aid services and ambulance will be available at the event site.

CUSTOM CLEARANCE AT THE LISBON AIRPORT

To help getting your models clear, the Portuguese Aeromodeling Federation made an agreement
with the Lisboa Airport Customs.

You will only need verbal declaration and no garanties have to be paid. Customs services have a
list of all competitors provided by the Organization.

You will be responsible for declaring the exit of y our equipment at Customs on your way
out of Portugal, with payment of customs fees if no t doing so.

CATERING

Requested meals will be served as follows:
Lunches — at the flying site from 12,30 to 14,30
Dinners — at the Sporting Complex (in the centre of Pombal) from 07,00 to 09,00 pm
Extra meals can be requested at the Secretariat at a cost of 12 € each (limited number).Deadlines:
Lunches — Until 10 am each day
Dinners — Until 2 pm each day

There will be 3 bars opened to the public on the flight site, from 8 am to 7 pm, during competition
days (paid service).

OPENING CEREMONY

The Opening Ceremony will take place at the track, in front of the MCPO Club headquarters at the
flying site. After the ceremony the Mayor of Pombal will offer a Reception in the Town Hall.

At the Secretariat you will receive instructions, for both the Opening Ceremony and the Reception
in the Town Hall.

CLOSING CEREMONY AND BANQUET

The Closing Ceremony will take place at the track, in front of the MCPO Club headquarters at the
flying site. The Banquet will take place in Pombal, at the Sporting Complex in the centre of the
city, on the last day of the competition.

The price of the banquet is 60 €. You can buy extra tickets at any time in the Secretariat until 28"
August.

AWARDS

- Trophies for the top 3 classifications (both individual and team classifications).

- FAI gold, silver and bronze medals of will be given to the competitors classified on the first,
second and third places ( both individual and team classifications ) and respective FAI Diplomas.

- Diploma of participation for each competitor and team manager.

- Souvenirs for all competitors, helpers and supporters

- The 26™ World Championship Medal is a master piece of well known Portuguese sculptor J.J.
Brito, and it will be given only to the participants in the banquet.
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TRANSPORTATION and ACCESSES

The organisers will provide daily transportation service between town and the flying site, for jury
and judges. Other transportation services will be announced at arrival. There will be also a shuttle
service between the “Casalinho” track and the city centre, every thirty minutes, for participants and
public.

Competitors can bring their cars to the flying site and park in the reserved areas in both sides A
and B of the track. All the accesses to the flying site are well and clearly signed.

Only the cars and the persons with official identification are allowed in the competition places.

All vehicles entering “Casalinho” track or the trai ning sites must carry an organization
badge on the right side of the windshield. These will be provided at registration from the 19" of
August onwards.

For early arrivals - please contact us to arranget  he badge to your car.

RAIN DAY PROGRAM

TOUR - In the reserve day a touring trip will be organized to visit the town, the mountains and the
beaches on the Atlantic coast. Inscriptions are limited and should be made at Secretariat until the
end of August 24"

DINNER Party - At 08 pm there will be a special dinner party near the MCPO headquarters, to
everybody.

FUEL

Morgan Enterprise has provided fuel for the requesting competitors (maximum of 4 gallons free per
competitor).

Competitors that have requested fuel should contact the Secretariat at arrival, to pick up it.

Fuel is not at the flight site for safety reasons, so you will have to wait for delivery.
